4+ The Kentucky Science and Technology Corporation, Inc. is to find ways to expand the
number of mathematicians and scientists in Kentucky. One way is to create a
scholarship program and to hold a science and math competition for middle and high
school students.

4+ The Early Mathematics Testing Program is created to reduce remediation in
mathematics for individuals attending college. The Council is to select a postsecondary
education institution to house the Center by September 1, 2000. The Council is to
receive an annual report from the Center it selects. KRS 158.803

4+ The data research initiative was created in 2005 as a partnership between elementary
and secondary education and the postsecondary education research universities. The
Kentucky Department of Education and the CPE are to jointly facilitate the project. The
purpose of the initiative is to:

expand the availability of computing resources not available at the research
institutions;

o todo education outreach in Kentucky's K-12 system;
o to expand the research institutions' presence throughout the state; and

o maximize the use of computer assets that have already been purchased in K-12
systems but are often underused.

+ The legislation creating the Center on Mathematics (KRS 164.525) also gave the CPE a
charge to work with the Education Professional Standards Board to ensure that teacher
education programs are fulfilling the need for highly skilled educators. KRS 158.840(5)

4+ The CPE is to coordinate federal and state programs it administers to ensure student
achievement in reading and mathematics, to avoid duplication, and ensure the efficient
use of resources. KRS 158.840(5)

4+ The Committee for Mathematics Achievement is hereby created, and attached to the
Kentucky Department of Education for the purposes of developing a multifaceted
strategic plan to improve student achievement in mathematics at all levels of schooling,

prekindergarten through postsecondary and adult.

o Council president or designee is a member.
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o Two representatives are to come from public postsecondary education
institutions with the approval of the Council president

o Two adult education instructors are to be selected by the Vice President,
Kentucky Adult Education. KRS 158.842

Mathematics Achievement Fund is created. Funds appropriated to the Center for
Mathematics are to be administered by the Council. KRS 158.844(4)

The Council and the Kentucky Department of Education are to have rules in place that
provide guidelines for parents and students to challenge the content of student records.
Both agencies are to develop rules for the entities that are within their jurisdiction. KRS

EPSB is to develop and the EPSB and the Council are to evaluate the preparation
programs for principals and maintain only those institutional programs that can
demonstrate both the quality and the capability to enroll adequate numbers of students
to justify the resources necessary for maintenance of a quality program.

Early Childhood Development Authority created. Council recommends three persons,
one of whom is a female to the Governor who selects one person.

E-Health Board is created. CPE president or designee is ex officio, voting member.

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4 Establishes an industrial hemp research program in Kentucky. The Council is to select a
research institution as a state program. KRS 260.863

4+ Nursing Workforce Foundation is created to provide a mechanism to secure outside
funding to address nursing shortage through training. CPE president or designee is a
member. KRS 314.452 and 314.450 through 314.464

4+ Each school of nursing is to file an annual report by August 1 of each year on strategies
to recruit and expand enrollment and preparation of students who are prepared to
secure licenses including improvement of cultural diversity in the student body. Report
also goes to LRC. KRS 314.464
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Section 7:

Powers and Duties—Adult Education Act of 2000, as amended

+ Definitions for the adult education program are contained in KRS 164.007.

4+ The adult education and literacy program is created and assigned responsibility for the
adult education mission. The mission is to reduce the number of adults who are at the
lowest levels of literacy. KRS 164.023

The program is assigned to the CPE.

Program is to be headed by a vice president appointed by the president of the
CPE.

Program is to be organized within the CPE by the president of the CPE.

Kentucky adult education program is the sole state agency for state and federal
planning related to adult education and literacy.

+ The CPE is to engage in analysis and research to determine the overall needs of adult
education. KRS 164.020(6)

+ Devise, review, and establish policies related to budget recommendations for adult
education that support strategies necessary to maintain necessary levels of literacy. KRS
164.020(9)

4+ Establish a statewide mission and a twenty-year plan for adult education for raising the
knowledge and skills of the adult population. KRS 164.020(34)

Promote coordination of programs and responsibilities with other state agencies.
Facilitate the development of strategies to increase the level of knowledge and
skills of adults in all counties by promoting the efficient and effective

coordination of resources.

Lead a statewide public information and marketing campaign to convey the
challenge of adult illiteracy.

Establish standards and measure progress toward meeting goals including goals
established for federal programs.

Administer the funds appropriated to the Adult Education and Literacy Initiative
Fund.
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Strategic agenda statute was altered in 2000 to include adult education and to say that
there will be a long-term strategy to improve knowledge and skills of the adult
population, and to ensure life-long learning opportunities for adults. The strategic
agenda is to include strategies to engage state agencies, business and civic leaders and
voluntary organizations. KRS 164.0203(8)

The CPE, in conjunction with the adult education program, and the Collaborative Center
for Literacy Development is to assess the need for technical assistance, training, and
other support. There is to be a coordinated approach to adult education. The CPE is to
engage universities, the KCTCS, elementary and secondary education, civic and business
leaders, and volunteer organizations. KRS 164.035

A statewide Adult Education Initiative Fund is created under the control of the CPE. The

4+ The CPE has all powers and authority not explicitly prohibited that is necessary and
convenient to carry out this act. KRS 164.6017

o Enterinto contracts or agreements. In 2002, the power to enter into contracts
was amended to say that the Commissioner of the Department of
Commercialization and Innovation must approve all contracts with a science and
technology corporation that relate to the new economy program structure and
funding. KRS 164.6017(1)(c). See also KRS 154.12-278

o Soliciting, borrowing, accepting, receiving and expending funds from any public
or private source.

4+ The CPE may expend funds appropriated for reasonable administrative expenses, but
the intent is that funds be used to directly fund project costs. In 2002, the General
Assembly also stated that the first priority for the expenditure of excess revenues is to
replace general fund appropriations. KRS 164.6017(2)

4+ A 2002 change in the duties of the Office of the New Economy requires that office to
review and approve the annual plan for the distribution of new economy funds prior to
the award of a contract with a science and technology corporation. This revision in
authority extends beyond the programs listed in the Kentucky Innovation Act and
includes the Experimental Program to Stimulate Competitive Research (EPSCoR). KRS
154.12-278(3)(j)

4+ The CPE is to contract with a science and technology organization to administer the
Research and Development Voucher program, Rural Innovation and Commercialization
Fund programs. The CPE is to approve the application process and the type of outside
review required. The requirement to contract with a statewide science and technology
corporation was changed from may to shall. KRS 164.6017(3)

4+ Council members, employees, or their families may not directly or indirectly benefit
from awards, contracts or agreements associated with the KIA. KRS 164.6017(4)

4+ The CPE shall submit an annual report by October 15 to the Kentucky Innovation

Commission, the Governor, and the General Assembly on progress made under the
Kentucky Innovation Act. KRS 164.6017(5)

A Research and Development Fund is established and an R&D program is created under
the control of the CPE. The purpose is to provide vouchers to small and medium
companies so that they will undertake research and development with Kentucky
universities.

A Kentucky Rural Innovation Fund is established and a rural innovation program is
created under the control of the CPE. This program is to enable small, rural Kentucky-
based firms to undertake research and development and entrepreneurial innovation in
partnership with postsecondary institutions in Kentucky. KRS 164.6027 through

A Kentucky Commercialization Fund is established and a program is created under the
control of the CPE. The purpose is to develop promising technologies emerging from
Kentucky universities. KRS 164.6035 through 164.6041

A statewide science and technology corporation is to develop guidelines and
recommend projects for funding under the commercialization program. The CPE has
the final approval of the projects. KRS 164.6039

The section that directed the CPE to create non-profit regional technology corporations
that act as intermediary organizations primarily in rural areas was repealed in 2002.

Innovation and Commercialization Centers that were added to the Kentucky Innovation

Act in 2002 are the responsibility of the Commissioner of the Department of
Commercialization and Innovation. KRS 154.12-310
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Section 9: The Council on Postsecondary Education (CPE)

4+ The CPE was created in 1997. Prior to 1997, the CPE went by the name Council on
Higher Education and Council on Public Higher Education.

4+ The CPE is an agency, instrumentality, and political subdivision of the Commonwealth
and a public body corporate and politic having all powers, duties and responsibilities.
KRS 164.011(1)

+ Membership of the CPE
o The Council is composed of 16 members.

o 13 lay members appointed by the Governor from a list supplied by the
Gover nor déndary RlacsgivndN@ninating Committee. KRS 164.011(1)
and (2)

A Six year terms.

A Must be confirmed by the Senate and House of Representatives at
legislative session following appointment.

A Governor is to act to provide, inasmuch as is possible, equal
representation of gender, political party, and race. Governor is to seek to
ensure broad geographical and political representation. No more than
two lay representatives may hold undergraduate degrees from any one
Kentucky university. No more than three voting members (includes
student and faculty) may reside in one judicial district at the time of
appointment.

o Faculty member appointed by the Governor from list of three nominees selected
by the faculty representatives to the boards of trustees and regents. KRS
164.011(3)

A Nomination to the Governor requires a majority vote of the faculty
representatives.

A person who is an elected or appointed state office or a person who is a member of a
governing board of a state university in Kentucky is ineligible for appointment and may
not serve as a member of the CPE. This does not apply to the Commissioner of
Education. KRS 164.011(7)

The CPE is to meet quarterly or upon the call of the chair or a majority of the CPE. KRS
164.011(9)

A quorum is a majority of the appointive members. There are 15 appointed members so
a majority is eight. KRS 164.011(10)

Dismissal of the president and amendment of the strategic agenda requires eight votes.
KRS 164.011(11)

The appointees to the CPE may not serve more than two consecutive terms. KRS
164.011(12)

The CPE members receive $100 per day for each meeting attended. They also are
reimbursed for necessary traveling and other expenses. However, a person who resides
outside the Commonwealth shall not be reimbursed for out-of-state travel.
Commissioner of Education is reimbursed for expenses in the same manner as he is
reimbursed as Commissioner. KRS 164.050
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Section 10:  The Strategic Committee on Postsecondary Education (SCOPE)

4+ SCOPE is to serve as a forum for the exchange of ideas about the future of
postsecondary education. KRS 164.004(4)

+ The Governor is to advise SCOPE on the financial condition of the Commonwealth and
the funds that might be available for allocation. KRS 164.004(6)

+ The legislature is to respond and comment on information provided. KRS 164.004(7)
4+ The CPE is to advise the SCOPE on how proposed funds are to be allocated based on
priorities and resources. But, nothing in the statute restricts either the legislature or the
Governor. KRS 164.004(8)
4 SCOPE has an advisory role: KRS 164.004
o Receive reports from the CPE at least annually.
o Review objectives and benchmarks.
o Consider and advise the CPE on general budget parameters.
o Review biennial budget recommendations including:
A Base funding;
A Increases in base funding; and
A Strategic initiatives including the criteria for distribution.
o Serve as a search committee for the selection of the first president.
+ Membership—Total membership is twenty-eight. KRS 164.004(1)
o Seven members of the CPE including the chairman and the president.

o The Governor and six members appointed by the Governor.

o Fourteen legislative members, seven from the House of Representatives and
seven from the Senate including:

A President of the Senate;
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Speaker of the House;
Majority and Minority Floor Leaders of both houses;

Minority Caucus member from each chamber;

Member appointed by the president of the Senate and one appointed by

the Minority Floor leader of the Senate;

Member appointed by the Speaker of the House and one appointed by
the Minority Floor Leader of the House; and

The chairs of the House and Senate Appropriations and Revenue
Committees.
