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Constitution of the Inter-Alumni Council 

Institutions of Postsecondary Education
Commonwealth of Kentucky

PREAMBLE

We, the representatives of EASTERN KENTUCKY UNIVERSITY, KENTUCKY COMMUNITY & TECHNICAL COLLEGE SYSTEM, KENTUCKY STATE UNIVERSITY, MOREHEAD STATE UNIVERSITY, MURRAY STATE UNIVERSITY, NORTHERN KENTUCKY UNIVERSITY, THE UNIVERSITY OF KENTUCKY, THE UNIVERSITY OF LOUISVILLE, WESTERN KENTUCKY UNIVERSITY, and Kentucky’s independent colleges and universities hereby ordain and establish this Constitution for the government of the Inter-Alumni Council of said Institutions of Postsecondary Education of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:  (1) to promote the cause of postsecondary education and their institutions by working with constituted bodies dedicated to the advancement of said postsecondary education, including the Legislature, elected state officials, educational institutions, and the general public; (2) to keep alumni and others informed concerning the needs of postsecondary education in the state; and (3) to advise them as to the actions that the Council recommends to be taken in connection with the welfare of these institutions.

ARTICLE I:  Name

The name of the organization shall be the INTER-ALUMNI COUNCIL, INSTITUTIONS OF POSTSECONDARY EDUCATION, COMMONWEALTH OF KENTUCKY.  Reference to the Council hereafter shall refer to the Inter-Alumni Council, unless otherwise stated.

ARTICLE II:  Membership

Membership on the Council shall consist of four (4) representatives, one of whom shall represent the alumni office staff from each of the following institutions:  Eastern Kentucky University, Kentucky Community & Technical College System, Kentucky State University, Morehead State University, Murray State University, Northern Kentucky University, the University of Kentucky, the University of Louisville, and Western Kentucky University.  Each institutional alumni association shall designate the other members in consultation with the president of the institution.

Up to four (4) representatives from the Association of Independent Kentucky Colleges (AIKCU) and Universities.  One of the four shall be the president of AIKCU or his representative.  The others shall be alumni of Kentucky’s independent colleges and universities, and shall be chosen by AIKCU in consultation with member college and university presidents.

In addition to the regularly constituted membership, the President of the Council on Postsecondary Education or his representative shall serve as an ex officio member of the Council.

ARTICLE III:  Fiscal Year

The fiscal year of the Council shall be from the first day of July to the last day of June of the succeeding calendar year.

ARTICLE IV:  Officers, Executive Committee

SECTION 1:  Governing Body.  The governing body of this Council shall be the Council members from the institutions of postsecondary education.

SECTION 2:  Officers.  The officers of this Council shall be a Chair, a Vice Chair, and a Secretary-Treasurer.

SECTION 3:  Executive Committee.  The Executive Committee of this Council shall be composed of six members - the officers of the Council, a representative of the alumni office staff of the nine institutions, the President of the Council on Postsecondary Education or representative, and one institutional alumni representative.

ARTICLE V:  Election of Officers

SECTION 1:  Council Officers.  The Chair, Vice Chair, and the Secretary-Treasurer of the Council shall be elected by the Council members.

SECTION 2:  Time of Election.  Election of officers shall take place at the annual meeting of the Council.

SECTION 3:  Vacancies.  Vacancies in offices of the Council shall be filled by appointment by the alumni office of the institution concerned. 

ARTICLE VI:  Term of Office

Officers shall serve for a period of one year or until their successors have been elected.

ARTICLE VII:  Duties of Officers

SECTION 1:  Chair.  The Chair shall preside at all meetings of this organization and shall perform such other duties as ordinarily pertain to such office.

SECTION 2:  Vice Chair.  It shall be the duty of the Vice Chair to assume the duties of the Chair in the absence of the Chair and to perform such other duties as ordinarily pertain to such office.

SECTION 3:  Secretary-Treasurer.  It shall be the duty of the Secretary-Treasurer to keep the records of all meetings of the Council.  The Secretary-Treasurer shall keep a record of special committees and be the custodian of the funds of the Council.  The Secretary-Treasurer shall receive dues or assessments; pay bills of the Council, subject to the approval of the Executive Committee or the Council; and make periodic reports of funds received and expended.  

ARTICLE VIII:  Meetings

SECTION 1:  Time.  There shall be a regular meeting of the Council each year within two weeks of July 1, the exact date for which shall be set by the Executive Committee.

SECTION 2:  Special Meetings.  Special meetings may be called by the Chair, Executive Committee, or by any ten (10) of the Council members.

SECTION 3:  Quorum.  A majority of the members shall constitute a quorum for the Council and the Executive Committee.

SECTION 4:  Notice of Meetings.  Written notices shall be sent to the members in advance of each regular meeting.

ARTICLE IX:  Amendments to Constitution

SECTION 1:  How Approved.  The Constitution may be amended to a two-thirds majority of those members present and voting at any meeting of the Council.  Proposed changes shall be submitted to the membership at least 30 days beforehand.

SECTION 2:  How Proposed.  Amendments to this Constitution must be proposed in written form.  The proposed amendment must be signed by at least ten (10) members of the Council and must be transmitted to the Chair of the Council at least sixty (60) days prior to consideration.

ARTICLE X:  Council Business

The business of the Council and all committees shall be conducted in accordance with the latest revision of Robert’s Rules of Order at the time such business is presented, except as herein otherwise provided.
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
